Write your personal mission statement. Try one for your family.
Talk about your church’s mission statement and why you want to
be a part of that.
...shared everything they had...
What makes this different from worldly ideas of sharing?
What does it look like for you to be open to this?
...great power...testify to the resurrection of Jesus...
What good is great power if it leads nowhere?
The great power the disciples are given leads to the testimony of
Jesus. Is that where your great power leads?
Realize that you have the same power. Confess times you haven't
tapped into that power.
How can you testify to the risen Lord, Jesus Christ?
God s grace was so powerfully at work...no needy persons
among them...
Realize that faith without works is dead.
It is true that grace realized means tangibly responding?
How have you been responding?
How do we keep our serving from becoming legalistic?
...from time to time...
The disciples sold things as they were needed. Why is this
important and why is realizing that dangerous?
Listen to the Holy Spirit and follow the tap on the shoulder!
...at the apostle’s feet...
Putting something at someone's feet denotes submission to
authority. Where do you submit and why?
