In order to offer it to others, we have to
experience it first. That is what we will try to help you realize and
experience today.

3. Who am | being called to forgive?

Confess your sins today to your Heavenly Father; confess them to
a trusted believer in Christ; write a letter to yourself, using God's
words for you from Scripture; write a letter to someone you need
to forgive.
