SUMMARY:  What is the gospel? We talk a lot about the Gospel message and 
how to live that out, but what exactly does the Gospel mean?  We continue 
our sermon series dedicated to answering this question. 
 
KEY POINTS: 
- If the gospel is the good news, what’s the bad news? Romans 3:23  
- Bad news is still bad AND real even if we aren’t aware of it 
- The gospel, the “good news,” can be broken down into this formula:  

 God-man-Christ-response 
- What is our response to the good news?  
- What does it really mean to believe? Romans 10:9,10 
- What are the two ways we believe? A. (Heart) B. (Mouth)  
- The first part of the word “Gospel” = (GO)
