SERMON SUMMARY:  God is CREATOR, God is JUST, God is LOVING. As we 
continue to look more closely at some of the attributes of God, may each new 
facet we explore help us to see God’s beauty in new and captivating ways. 
This morning, we look at 1 John 4 to focus on God as loving.

*  Look for ways that God’s love has been at work through you. Make a list of 
 3 ways that you can be a channel of his love in the coming week.
