SCRIPTURE:  Last week we began looking at Luke 15, which contains 
three parables of Christ: the lost sheep, the lost coin and the lost son. 
 
TODAY’S SERMON TOPIC:   The Lost Coin   
SCRIPTURE:   Luke 15:8-10 
 
SUMMARY: A sheep that strays from the flock in open country, a coin 

gone missing at home, a son who’s nowhere to be found. As He uses 

these to answer accusations about where He’s spending his time,     

Jesus uses each of these pictures to show how single-mindedly God 

pursues those who are lost. For His followers so many years later, what 

is He saying to us through these same stories? 

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS: 

• What’s the last thing you remember losing? 

• What kinds of things are you single-mindedly focused on? 

• What would it look like if your life was 100% based on Jesus’    
priorities in this passage? 

• What is your reaction to the statement, “If you’re in, it’s not about 
you?”
