SCRIPTURE:  This week, we begin looking at Luke 15, which contains 
three parables of Christ: the lost sheep, the lost coin and the lost son. 
 
SUMMARY:   
Starting with the lost sheep, we will be discussing how Christ could 
value an individual above the group and why that is important for the 
church as a whole.  As you think about that concept, here are some 
discussion questions: 
1.  Thinking about the context of the passage, why is it a big deal for 
Jesus to eat with tax collectors and sinners? 
2.  If you were to tell this parable today, what would you replace 
"sheep" with in the story? 
3.  What are some more passages you can think of that show the      
extreme value of one life in God's eyes? 
4.  Recognizing the extreme joy shown in the farmer's finding of the 
one lost sheep, give some ideas on what causes that kind of joy in 
heaven.
